Plazas and Public Spaces
Plazas and public spaces are not specifi -
cally required by the urban design zoning, 
however, certain provisions are included 
which allow plazas to occur. A public 
plaza may satisfy build-to/set-backs when 
required in certain urban design districts 
providing they meet the following defi nition:

Plaza: An open outdoor area intended 
primarily for pedestrian activity which often 
includes landscaping, trees, walkways, 
places to sit and sometimes shopping. 
Plazas should be made available to the 
general public, provide access from side-
walks and be visible from adjacent streets. 
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
